    PERMIT—HOW TO GET ONE.
     Please do not call the high school or the middle school secretaries with questions about Driver’s Ed. They will not be able to answer them. If you have a question, please feel free to contact Mr. Brockman at brockman@pvms.us or call 628-7915 to leave a message or call 628-8968 between 9:00 P.M.- 9:45 P.M to speak to him.

1. Your child may receive his/her instructional permit on or after his/her 15th birthday. Special note: They must be at least sixteen years of age and must have had their instructional permit for a mandatory minimum of six months in order to receive their driver’s license. To receive their permit they must pass a state knowledge test. They can take the state knowledge test at the Driver License office; or after taking this class, they can use the final test, which is a state knowledge test, to meet this requirement.
Regardless of how they pass the state knowledge test, the parent or legal guardian must take the student with the correct paperwork to the Driver License office and fill out the legal paperwork and have the student’s eyes tested.  
2. Your child must still take and pass a Driver Education 
class and drive with a Driver Education instructor. The Driver Education instructor will give the road test that must be passed with a minimum of 80%. This is required by state law.


    
OPTIONAL ONLINE SCHEDULING
To reserve an appointment for Driver License services, do the following:
visit the Driver License web site at www.driverlicense.utah.gov; 
once on the web site, go to the bottom left hand corner and click on Online Services; click on Make an Appointment and follow the directions.
 This site will also tell you what documentation is required.

To ensure your application process is as smooth as possible, remember the following: double check that you have all the correct documentation before visiting a Driver License office; documents must be an original or a copy certified by the issuing agency; faxed or photocopied documents will NOT be accepted.
